Common Vowel Digraphs

Vowel digraphs include those that are simply doubled letters, such as the oo in moon and the ee in feet. Note that these digraphs
represent a sound that is different from the sound made by a single instance of the letter alone, such as o in hot or e in bed.

Other vowel digraphs are combinations of two different vowel letters that together represent a single sound, such
as oa in coat, ai in rain, and ea as in peach. More challenging still for the learner are vowel digraphs that may represent more
than one sound, depending on the word. For instance, the oo in moon is pronounced differently from the oo in book.

Teaching Techniques

Most reading experts agree that vowel digraphs should be taught explicitly after the learner has mastered sounds for single
vowel letters in a range of words. One approach is to begin with the doubled vowel digraphs, such as ee in feet, as these are
highly recognizable to the learner.

A vowel is long when it says its own name. When a single vowel is at the end of a
word or syllable, it usually makes the long vowel sound, as in go and paper.

Vowels also have long sounds when they’re paired with a silent e or when they are
vowel digraphs (two vowels paired together).

U9 pure Ipjua(r)/ (British English)

Many British speakers use /o:/ instead of the diphthong /va/, especially in common
words, so that sure becomes /f5:(r)/, etc. The sound /o/ does not occur in American
English, and words which have this vowel in British pronunciation will instead have
la:/ or /o:/ in American English. For instance, got is /got/ in British English, but
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/ga:t / in American English, while dog is British /dog/, American /da:g/. The three
diphthongs /10 ea va/ are found only in British English. In corresponding places,
American English has a simple vowel followed by /r/, so near is /nir/, hair is / her/,
and pure is /pjor/.

Nasalized vowels, marked with /~/, may be retained in certain words taken from
French, as in penchant/ 'pod[d/ and coq au vin/ kok av 'vé/.

Syllabic consonants

The sounds /I/ and /n/ can often be "syllabic” — that is, they can form a syllable by
themselves without a vowel. There is a syllabic / I/ in the usual pronunciation
of middle / ‘'midl/, and a syllabic /n/ in sudden /'sadn/.

Weak vowels /i/ and /u/

The sounds represented by /i:/ and / 1/ must always be made different, as

in heat /hi:t/ compared with hit / hit/. The symbol /i/ represents a vowel that can be
sounded as either /i:/ or /1/, or as a sound which is a compromise between them. In a
word such as happy /"hapi/, younger speakers use a quality more like /i:/, but short
in duration. When /i/ is followed by /o/ the sequence can also be pronounced / ja/.
So the word dubious can be /'dju:bias / or /'dju:bjas/. In the same way, the two
vowels represented /u:/ and /u/ must be kept distinct but /u/ represents a weak
vowel that varies between them. If /u/ is followed directly by a consonant sound, it
can also be pronounced as /o/. So stimulate can be /' sttmjulert/ or /' strmjolert/.

Weak forms and strong forms

Certain very common words, for example at, for, and can, have two
pronunciations. We give the usual (weak) pronunciation first. The second
pronunciation (strong) must be used if the word is stressed, and also generally when
the word is at the end of a sentence. For example:

Can /kan/ you help?

I’1l help if I can /kaen/.

Tapping of / t/

In American English, if a /t/ sound is between two vowels, and the second vowel is
not stressed, the /t / can be pronounced very quickly, and made voiced so that it is
like a brief /d/ or the r-sound of certain languages. Technically, the sound is a "tap",
and can be symbolised by /t/. So Americans can pronounce potato as /pa tertov/,
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tapping the second /t/ in the word (but not the first, because of the stress). British
speakers don’t generally do this.

The conditions for tapping also arise very frequently when words are put together,
as in not only, what I, etc. In this case it doesn’t matter whether the following
vowel is stressed or not, and even British speakers can use taps in this situation,
though they sound rather casual.

The glottal stop

In both British and American varieties of English, a /t/ which comes at the end of a
word or syllable can often be pronounced as a glottal stop /?/ (a silent gap produced
by holding one’s breath briefly) instead of a /t/. For this to happen, the next sound
must not be a vowel or a syllabic /l/.

So football can be /' fu?bo:1/ instead of /' futbo:1/, and button can be /'ba?n/ instead
of /'batn/.

But a glottal stop would not be used for the /t/ sounds in bottle or better because of
the sounds which come afterwards.

1. What is a Subordinating Conjunction?

Subordinating conjunctions are parts of speech that join dependent clauses to independent
clauses. Sometimes referred to as subordinators or subordinate conjunctions, these important
words and phrases may also introduce adverb clauses.

What are Subordinating Conjunctions?

A subordinating conjunction is a word which joins together a dependent clause and an
independent clause. A subordinating conjunction introduces a dependent clause and indicates
the nature of the relationship among the dependent clause(s) and the independent clause(s).

The most common subordinating conjunctions in the English language include:

than, rather than, whether, as much as, whereas, that, whatever, which, whichever, after, as
soon as, as long as, before, by the time, now that, once, since, till, until, when, whenever, while,
though, although, even though, who, whoever, whom, whomever, whose, where, wherever, if,
only if, unless, provided that, assuming that, even if, in case (that), lest, how, as though, as if,
because, since, so that, in order (that), that, as ...

(NOTE: What is a dependent clause? It is a unit which contains a subject and a verb. For
example, “It was raining ” is a dependent clause; the subject is “it,” and the verb is “was
raining.” A dependent clause is a clause which cannot exist on its own; it needs a independent
clause to go with it.)

5. What is a correlative conjunction 4ajMiall ikl ciga ?

As suggested by their name, correlative conjunctions correlate, working in pairs to join phrases or words that carry equal
importance within a sentence. Like many of the most interesting parts of speech, correlative conjunctions are fun to use. At the
same time, there are some important rules to remember for using them correctly.

Parts of the Sentence - Adjective, Adverb, and Noun Clauses

The adjective clause :is used to modify a noun or a pronoun. It will begin with a relative pronoun
(who, whose, whom, which, and that) or a subordinate conjunction (when and where). Those are the
only words that can be used to introduce an adjective clause. The introductory word will always
rename the word that it follows and modifies except when used with a preposition which will come
between the introductory word and the word it renames.
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Examples: The student whose hand was up gave the wrong answer. Whose hand was up is the
adjective clause with whose, the relative pronoun, renaming and modifying student. Jane is a
person in whom | can place my confidence. Whom | can place my confidence is the adjective clause
with whom, the relative pronoun, with the preposition in between it and person the word
that whom renames and modifies.

An adverb clause is a dependent clause that modifies a verb, adjective or another adverb. It usually
modifies the verb.

Adverb clauses are introduced by subordinate conjunctions including after, although, as, as if,
before, because, if, since, so that, than, though, unless, until, when, where, and while. These are just
some of the more common ones.

Example: They arrived before the game had ended. ('before the game had ended" is the adverb
clause modifying the verb arrived telling when.)

A noun clause is a dependent clause that can be used the same ways as a noun or pronoun. It can be
a subject, predicate nominative, direct object, appositive, indirect object, or object of the
preposition. Some of the words that introduce noun clauses are that, whether, who, why, whom,
what, how, when, whoever, where, and whomever. Notice that some of these words also introduce
adjective and adverb clauses. (To check a noun clause substitute the pronoun it or the proper form
of the pronouns he or she for the noun clause.) Examples: | know who said that. (I know it.)
Whoever said it is wrong. (He is wrong.) Sometimes a noun clause is used without the introductory
word. Example: | know that he is here. (I know he is here.)

Use the with the names of families, but not with the names of individuals.

WHEN NOT TO USE "THE"
Do not use the with names of countries (except for the special cases above).

EXAMPLES

Germany is an important economic power.
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He's just returned from Zimbabwe.

Do not use the with the names of languages.

EXAMPLES

French is spoken in Tahiti.
English uses many words of Latin origin.
Indonesian is a relatively new language.

Do not use the with the names of meals.

EXAMPLES

Lunch is my favorite meal.
| like to eat breakfast early.

Do not use the with people's names.

EXAMPLES

John is coming over later.
Mary Carpenter is my boss.

Do not use the with titles when combined with names.

EXAMPLES

Prince Charles is Queen Elizabeth's son.
President Kennedy was assassinated in Dallas.

Do not use the after the 's possessive case

EXAMPLES

His brother's car was stolen.
Peter's house is over there.

Do not use the with professions
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EXAMPLES

Engineering is a well-paid career.
He'll probably study medicine.

Do not use the with names of shops

EXAMPLES

I'll get the card at Smith's.
Can you go to Boots for me?

Do not use the with years

EXAMPLES

1948 was a wonderful year.
He was born in 1995.

Do not use the with uncountable nouns

EXAMPLES

Rice is an important food in Asia.
Milk is often added to tea in England.
War is destructive.

Do not use the with the names of individual mountains, lakes and islands

EXAMPLES

Mount McKinley is the highest mountain in Alaska.
She lives near Lake Windermere.
Have you visited Long Island?

Do not use the with most names of towns, streets, stations and airports
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EXAMPLES

Victoria Station is in the centre of London.
Can you direct me to Bond Street?

She lives in Florence.

They're flying into Heathrow.

Is the letter 'Y" a vowel or a consonant?
The Truth About "Y': It's Mostly a Vowel

We need 'y' to be a consonant, but it acts more like a vowel.
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a vowel: is one made with your mouth open and your tongue in the
middle of your mouth not touching your teeth, lips, etc. (in other words,
there's minimal manipulation of air flow while expelling a vowel sound);

a consonant: is one (such as \p\, \d\, or \s\) that is made by partly or
completely stopping the flow of air breathed out from the mouth with the
tongue, teeth, lips, etc.

What is special about the letter y is that: it can represent both kinds of
speech sounds—depending on its position and the letters surrounding it in a
word.

Y is considered to be a vowel if...

The word has no other vowel: gym, my.

The letter is at the end of a word or syllable: candy, deny, bicycle, acrylic.
The letter is in the middle of a syllable: system, borborygmus.

In such cases, the letter y is pronounced as either the long vowel e or short or
long i (usually as a long i when ending a word)—and, for all intents and
purposes, it is a vowel.

When y forms a diphthong—two vowel sounds joined in one syllable to form
one speech sound, such as the "oy" in toy, "ay" in day, and "ey" in monkey—it
Is also regarded as a vowel.

Typically, y represents a consonant when it starts off a word or syllable, as

in yard, lawyer, or beyond. Technically, this sound of \y\ is considered

a semivowel or glide, which is a less prominent vowel speech sound that
occurs in the articulation of two consecutive vowel sounds unequal in
prominence. For example, there's a very brief long e sound when articulating
\y\ in yes. Air flow is not impeded in sounding \y\ (if it was y would be a true
consonant); however, the mouth is not opened as fully as in articulating the
vowel \y\ in early. The result is a vowel-like consonant.

Linguistically, the "sometimes" part of the grade-school lesson doesn't make
sense, since the letter yis more commonly pronounced as a vowel. But its
consonant sound is unique, and that seems to be why y is more often
considered to be a consonant and only “sometimes" a vowel. In other words,
we need y more as a consonant in the English language than a vowel.
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What Is an Adverb?
An adverb is a word used to modify a verb, an adjective, or another adverb. For

example:

« She swims quickly.
(Here, the adverb quickly modifies the verb swims.)

« She swims extremely quickly.
(Here, the adverb extremely modifies the adverb quickly.)

. She is an extremely quick swimmer.
(Here, the adverb extremely modifies the adjective quick.)

When an adverb modifies a verb, it usually tells us when, where, how, in what manner,
or to what extent the action is performed. Here are some examples of adverbs
modifying verbs:

« How: He ran quickly.

« When: He ran yesterday.

« Where: He ran here.

« In what manner: He ran barefoot.

. To what extent: He ran fastest.

In the examples above, each adverb is a single word, but an adverb can be made up of

more than one word. For example:

. How: He ran at 10 miles per hour.

- When: He ran when the police arrived.

« Where: He ran to the shops.

« Inwhat manner: He ran like a man possessed.

. To what extent: He ran quicker than me.

What Is an Adverb?
At school, you may have been told that adverbs end ly and modify verbs. That is all
true, but adverbs are far more diverse than that description suggests.

Adverbs can also modify adjectives and other adverbs. Although many adverbs end ly,
lots do not (e.g., fast, never, well, very, most, least, more, less, now, far, and there).
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Adverbs Modifying Verbs

An adverb that modifies a verb usually tells you when, where, how, in what manner,
or to what extent the action is performed. (NB: The ones that end ly are usually the
ones that tell us how the action is performed, e.g., quickly, slowly, carefully, quietly.)

Here are some examples of adverbs modifying verbs:

. Anita placed the vase carefully on the shelf.
(The word carefully is an adverb. It shows how the vase was placed.)

. Tara walks gracefully.
(The word gracefully is an adverb. It modifies the verb to walk.)

« He runs fast.
(The word fast is an adverb. It modifies the verb to run.)

. You can set your watch by him. He always leaves at 5 o'clock.
(The word always is an adverb. It modifies the verb to leave.)

. The dinner guests arrived early.
(Here, early modifies to arrive.)

« She sometimes helps us.
(Here, sometimes modifies to help.)

. | 'am the only person in the world | should like to know thoroughly. (Oscar
Wilde)
(Here, thoroughly modifies to know.)

Adverbs Modifying Adjectives

If you examine the word adverb, you could be forgiven for thinking adverbs only
modify verbs (i.e., add to verbs), but adverbs can also modify adjectives and other
adverbs. Here are some examples of adverbs modifying adjectives:

. The horridly grotesque gargoyle was undamaged by the debris.
(The adverb horridly modifies the adjective grotesque.)
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. Peter had an extremely ashen face.
(The adverb extremely modifies the adjective ashen.)

. Badly trained dogs that fail the test will become pets.
(The adverb badly modifies the adjective trained.)

(Note: The adjective trained is an adjective formed from the verb to train. It is
called a participle.)

. She wore a beautifully designed dress.
(The adverb beautifully modifies the adjective designed.)

Adverbs Modifying Adverbs
Here are some examples of adverbs modifying adverbs:

. Peter Jackson finished his assignment remarkably quickly.
(The adverb quickly modifies the verb to finish. The

adverb remarkably modifies the adverb quickly.)

Although there are thousands of adverbs, each one can usually be categorized in one
of the following groupings:

Adverbs of Time

(In this example, the verb am has been omitted. This is permissible.)

« You are taller than I am. v
(This is the full version.)

(This is the colloquial version. This version might irk some of your grammar-

savvy readers, but it is acceptable.)

Properties of an Adverbial Clause
Here are the properties of an adverbial clause:

. An adverbial clause is an adjunct. This means it can be removed without the
sentence being grammatically wrong.

- An adverbial clause is a dependent clause. This means it cannot stand alone as
meaningful sentence in its own right.

. An adverbial clause usually starts with a subordinating
conjunction (e.g., although, because, if, until, when)

. An adverbial clause will contain a subject and a verb. (This is what makes it
a clause as opposed to a phrase.)
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What is a comma?

You’ve probably heard a lot of things about the comma and may have questions about
when to use a comma. A comma (,) signifies a short pause in a sentence. It can also
divide clauses (“parts of a sentence”) or items in a list. It is often used to create division or
to improve the clarity of a sentence.

When to use a comma

1. To signal a pause

In writing, commas usually signal a pause that would be heard if the sentence were read
aloud. It's a short, soft pause, as opposed to the longer pause signified by a period.

2. To separate adjectives

Commas separate adjectives when the order of the adjectives doesn’t affect the
meaning. For example: “She gave him a soft, comfortable blanket.” The order of the
adjectives soft and comfortable could be reversed . . . so, they’re separated by a comma.
However, in “delicious chocolate cake,” the word chocolate is a direct modifier of cake. So,
the order of delicious and chocolateshouldn’t be flipped. (In this case, the comma isn’t
needed.)

3. In nonrestrictive (nonessential) clauses

A comma can also separate nonessential words from the essential parts of a sentence.
For example, “Patty came to visit,” doesn’t need a comma. But, “Patty,my second
cousin, came to visit,” does need commas to for the nonrestrictive clause (not necessary
for the sentence to be understandable): my second cousin. Overall, these nonrestrictive
clauses basically just add extra information to a sentence.

When you use as well as in a nonrestrictive clause, the same rules apply: “Deborah, as
well as her assistant, decided to attend the convention.” However, when there is

a restrictive clause (which also modifies a sentence, but it adds essential information), you
shouldn’t offset it with commas, even when it contains as well as. An example is “The
employee discount policy applies to full-time workers as well as contractors.” If you
remove as well as contractors, the sentence loses some essential information.

4. To separate independent clauses

Commas are also used to separate independent clauses (“phrases that can stand on their
own”) when a conjunction (like and) is used, as in the compound sentence: “Mark went to
the store, and he bought eggs.”

5. To set off an introductory phrase

Commas set off introductory participle phrases as in: “Reading over her notes, Julie
realized she missed an important detail.”
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6. In numbers

You can also use commas to divide sets of numbers. For example, in numbers over 1,000
the comma separates sets of three digits at a time. For example, in 1,000,000 there are
two commas (one for every three decimal places).

In a street address, commas divide each piece of information. For example, the address of
the Metropolitan Museum of Art in New York is 1000 Fifth Avenue,New York, New York
10038.

What is the Oxford comma?

Commas can separate items in a list. In a list of three or more items, the last comma is
called the Oxford comma (or the serial comma). For example in “He bought

eggs, milk, and bread,” there’s a comma between each item listed (the comma

before and is the oxford comma). Not all style guides agree on whether to use the Oxford
comma.

In some cases, you can leave the Oxford comma out without changing the meaning of the
sentence. If you delete it from the previous example, it still has the same meaning: “He
bought eggs, milk and bread.”

In other cases, the Oxford comma can be necessary. For example, in the sentence ‘| love
my pets, chocolate, and pizza,” the Oxford comma makes it clear that all three items are
separate. This one could be confusing if the Oxford comma were left out: “I love my

pets, chocolate and pizza,” might mean that the speaker’s pets are

named Chocolate and Pizza.

Who invented the comma?

The modern comma descended directly from lItalian printer Aldus Manutius. (He’s also
responsible for italics and the semicolon!) In the late 1400s, when Manutius was working,
a slash mark (/, also called a virgule) denoted a pause in speech. (Virgule is still the word
for comma in French.) Manutius made the slash lower in relation to the line of text and
curved it slightly. In the 1500s, this new mark acquired the old Greek name comma. The
word comma literally meant “a piece cut off,” which is from the

Greek word koptein meaning “to cut off.”

Other than the period, the comma is the most common punctuation mark in English. What
a confusing little guy.
